Afterwards, we
head south through stunning scenery with stops to view elk and wildlife in their natural habitat before arriving on the
Coast in beautiful Coos Bay. We visit the Maritime Museum and check into our hotel - The Mill Hotel & Casino.
Tonight, we will be hosted by an Oregon tradition - a Huge Dungeness Crab Feast! - followed by free time at the
Casino. On Day 5 we travel along the Oregon Coast with a stop in Florence for a Dune Buggy Ride. Enjoy a great
thrill as we ride the big dunes in our giant buggies! We then take the scenic Coastal Road north between the Pacific
Ocean and the Suislaw National Forest. We arrive in Newport and enjoy free time at the Historic Bayfront before
we visit the Oregon Coast Aquarium. We arrive in Lincoln City to witness artistic glass blowing before we check
into our seaside hotel with dinner overlooking the Pacific at the hotel. On Day 6 we embark on our Lewis and Clark
adventure with a visit to Fort Clatsop where the ‘Corps of Discovery’ spent their first winter in this woodsy inlet.
Next, onwards to Astoria and climb the Astoria Column at the mouth of the Columbia River where Lewis and Clark
