Discover towering redwood trees,  rolling vineyards, majestic mountains, San

Francisco’s energy and Reno’s casinos on this California adventure.  We fly

direct into San Francisco and enjoy a two night stay at The Holiday Inn

Express at Fisherman’s Wharf.  Dinner this evening is on Fisherman’s

Wharf at Bistro Boudin - home of the original San Francisco Sourdough Bread. 

On Day 2, we tour the “City by the Bay” with a local guide, with visits to

include Golden Gate Park, Haight-Ashbury and Fisherman’s Wharf.  The

tour ends at famous Pier 39, with time for lunch and shopping before boarding

our sightseeing boat to cruise San Francisco Bay (with views of Alcatraz

island).  This evening enjoy dinner in Chinatown at Fang.  On Day 3, we’ll head

into Muir Woods State Park for a walking tour amongst the giant redwood

trees before continuing into the scenic Upper Napa Valley for lunch with wine

at the award winning Merryvale Winery.  We continue through the vineyards

of  Napa Valley and will check into The Hilton Garden Inn Napa and enjoy

a buffet dinner at the hotel. The next morning we  meet our local guide for a tour

of Napa.  Hear the history of wine-making in this area, it’s relationship to the

vineyards in Europe and some of the famous people who have created the most

desirable wineries in the world. After the tour we board the elegant Napa Valley

Wine Train, a scenic journey through rolling vineyards featuring a three-course

gourmet lunch with a wine pairing.  The next morning we descend from Napa

into the Yosemite Valley.  We

arrive at the National Park and meet our expert local guide for lunch in the Park.

We check-in for two nights at the Yosemite View Lodge in the heart of the Park

where a babbling brook glides past your balcony room. The next day and half we

will explore the Park with our guide.  Highlights include the iconic granite cliffs,

El Capitan and Half Dome, stunning waterfalls and vast meadows teeming with

wildlife.  Other features include the Mariposa Grove of giant Sequoias and the

many outstanding views such as Glacier Points Panorama.  On Day 7, we depart

Yosemite and head north to Reno, Nevada - “The Biggest Little City in the

World”. En route we stop in Carson City and visit the stunning Capitol House

building and the Nevada State Museum.  In Reno we will spend our last two

nights at the downtown Silver Legacy Hotel and Casino, with  meal vouchers and

time to enjoy the sites and casinos.  On Day 8 we tour Virginia City -- the Silver

rush town where time has stood still in the “Old West”.  Stroll along “C” Street to

visit the unique shops, saloons and explore an old mine shaft. We return to Reno

for our last night with dinner and a show. We transfer to San Francisco for our

flight home.
