njoy a summer getaway to coastal Maine and a show at the iconic
Ogunquit Playhouse on this culinary and theatrical escape. Our
first stop is the  picturesque seaside town of Portland, Maine. Set

upon a peninsula jutting into Casco Bay surrounded by offshore
islands, the town has a bustling Old Port that features working fishing
wharves and red brick converted warehouses that now house restaurants
and shops.  Take some time to stroll and shop and enjoy lunch on your
own with some of the freshest seafood Maine has to offer. Afterwards, we will take a Harbor lights and Sights

Cruise on Casco Bay. After a visit to Len Libby Candies (home of the life-size chocolate
moose), we depart for nearby Ogunquit,  Maine and  our hotel, the Meadowmere Resort. One
of Maine’s leading resorts, Meadowmere offers amenities to include Indoor and Outdoor heated
pools, Steam room & Sauna, Roman Tub Room and relaxing lounging facilities.  Dinner tonight
will be at Jonathan’s Restaurant, a Maine institution. On Day 2, after a buffet breakfast, we
will travel to the village of Kennebunkport. This lovely seaside village is the quintessential
Maine postcard and we will enjoy a guided tour of the town including the Bush Family

Compound at Walker’s Point. Afterwards, enjoy lunch
on own and some free time to browse the unique shops
and boutiques along the small streets and harbor.

We will arrive in
Maine’s ‘first town’ York. There we will visit one of the
earliest English settlements in the country - The Museums
of Old York. Witness and participate in ‘hands-on’

demonstrations of 17th Century cooking, weaving and schoolhouse lessons. Our learned guide takes us on a short
excursion of nearby York, its beaches and lighthouses. Next, at nearby ‘famous’ Foster’s enjoy a traditional clambake
with lobsters, clams, chowder and all the ‘fixins’ with live and fun entertainment.  En route home we can  visit the
Stonewall Kitchen or the Pig’s Fly Bakery.
